· Purchasing Services Branch and the Ministry Contact are required to evaluate low bidders prior to contract award to ensure that they meet the qualifications requirements and are capable of completing all required works on time and to specifications. 1.0	Pre-award Bidder Terms and Conditions
Bidder General Qualifications
	Bidders, as identified in their quote, must have successfully fabricated, supplied, and delivered on time at least 5 “similar structures” within the past 2 years and, at the request of the ministry, must provide proof* of such performance.  “Similar structures” are defined as steel structures, including road closure gates, cattleguards, bridges, bridge components, ramps, log dump structures, buildings, etc. that are similar, or exceed, the size, scope and complexity of ministry standard road closure gates.

[Note: Potential bidders who are uncertain as to whether they sufficiently comply with the qualification requirements are encouraged to contact Ministry Engineering Branch Headquarters (Bridge Standards Engineer, Mike Penner (mike.penner@gov.bc.ca)), prior to submission of a bid.  It is recommended that this contact be made well in advance of bidding on an ITQ.]



[bookmark: Text25]The bidder must provide proof of capability of completing the works outlined in this document, if requested by the Ministry of Forests.
*Proof for the purposes of the foregoing is required to be submitted within 4 business days of a request from the ministry, and must include, but is not necessarily limited to:
a. a description of the relevant products designed, fabricated, supplied and delivered by the bidder noting configuration and relevant dimensions;
b. evidence that the bidder has successfully carried out and completed works of a similar nature or is otherwise fully capable of fulfilling a contract having the necessary qualifications;
c. a list of relevant fabricating equipment (and its condition) that the bidder intends to use to fulfil a contract;
d. evidence that the personnel being utilized by the bidder to perform the works for a contract have the necessary professional standing, technical and trade qualifications, or licenses necessary to fulfil a contract. 
Note:  The ministry shall be the sole and final judge of the sufficiency of the proof provided.
· [bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]After closing time of this contract competition, the ministry may require any bidders to satisfy the ministry, in its sole discretion, that they have the necessary qualifications, finances, equipment, fabrication site, material, personnel, and resources available to carry out the fulfillment of any contract that may result from this contract competition in a safe, competent manner, within the time limits, and any other requirements specified in the contract competition, including by delivering information to the ministry in writing.  Any bidder asked to provide this information must comply with the request within 4 business days from the date on which the request was made.  The ministry reserves the right to reject the quote of any bidder if they do not provide information to the satisfaction of the ministry, in its sole and absolute discretion, in response to any such request.
· A joint bid submission by two bidders having no formal corporate links is acceptable if both bidders meet eligibility requirements.  However, in this case, one of these bidders must take overall responsibility for successful performance of any contract that may result from this contract competition and this must be clearly defined in the quote.
Proposed Sub‑contractor Qualifications
1. Proposed sub-contractors, as well as bidders, must meet the “Bidder General Qualifications” and other relevant qualifications described in this contract competition.
1. All proposed sub-contractors must be approved by the ministry prior to award of a contract.  If a bidder proposes to use sub-contractors, the bidder must include in its quote the names of all its sub-contractors and a description of the work they are proposed to complete.  The ministry reserves the right, prior to award of a contract, to request from a bidder the (1) certificates of qualification of all proposed sub-contractors and (2) documentation demonstrating that proposed sub-contractors meet the performance terms and conditions described under the “Bidder General Qualifications” in this contract competition.
1. If, in the sole opinion of the ministry, a proposed sub-contractor does not meet the qualifications described in this contract competition, the quote will be rejected and a contract will not be awarded.
Welding Qualifications
· [bookmark: OLE_LINK4]A bidder that is expected to be responsible for shop welded construction of gates or miscellaneous steelwork must be certified, at the time of closing of the contract competition, to at least Division 3 of CSA Standard W47.1, Certification of Companies for Fusion Welding of Steel Structures. 
· Bidders must provide proof of appropriate Canadian Welding Bureau (CWB) certification within 2 business days of a ministry request.
Schedule of Work
· Upon request from the ministry during the contract competition, a bidder will supply, within four (4) business days of the request, a schedule of work that must conform to the required delivery dates of the contract competition.  The schedule of work must include, but is not necessarily limited to:  material receipt dates, fabrication commencement date, a minimum of three (3) critical intermediate fabrication milestone dates, fabrication completion dates, painting completion dates, and delivery dates.  Failure to provide a satisfactory schedule may result in rejection of a bidder’s quote, at the ministry’s sole discretion.  The ministry shall be the sole and final judge of the sufficiency of the schedule provided.
2.0	Post-award Contractor Terms and Conditions
General
· The Contractor shall not deliver the fabricated materials beyond the dates shown in the contract competition without the prior written consent of the ministry.
· The Contractor shall warrant all material fabricated and supplied against defects in materials and workmanship for a period of one year from the completion of manufacture.  All defective products must be repaired or replaced to the satisfaction of the ministry as soon as is practicable, at the Contractor’s own expense.
· After contract award, the ministry may require the Contractor to provide additional information, to satisfy the ministry, in its sole discretion, that it has the necessary qualifications, finances, equipment, fabrication site, material, personnel, and resources available to carry out the fulfilment of the contract in a safe, competent manner, within the time limits, and any other requirements specified in the contract, including by delivering information to the ministry in writing.  The Contractor, if asked to provide this additional information, must comply with the request within 4 business days from the date on which the request was made.  The ministry reserves the right to terminate the contract if the Contractor does not provide information to the satisfaction of the ministry, in its sole and absolute discretion, in response to any such request.
· After contract award, the ministry may, at any time and from time to time, request the Contractor to supply, within four (4) business days of the request, an updated schedule of work that must conform to the required delivery dates of the contract agreement.  The schedule of work must include, but is not necessarily limited to:  material receipt dates, fabrication commencement date, a minimum of three (3) critical intermediate fabrication milestone dates, fabrication completion dates, painting completion dates, and delivery dates.  Failure by the Contractor to provide a satisfactory schedule may result in termination of the contract at the ministry’s sole discretion.  The ministry shall be the sole and final judge of the sufficiency of the schedule provided.
Material Specifications
· All materials utilized in fabrication shall be new, not previously used in any application.
Steel
· All steel products to meet CSA G40.21M Structural Quality Steel unless otherwise specified by the ministry, or if equivalent specification has been pre-approved in writing by the ministry.
Identification
· Each gate shall be identified with the name or trademark of the manufacturer, the month/year (specified in the format: May 2017) of manufacture, and a unique serial number for each gate.  This information shall be stamped or welded onto an ID plate which is then welded to the structure, or the information may be welded directly onto the structure itself.  All lettering shall be a minimum of 10 mm in height, and shall be easily legible.  Identification shall be located on the gate arm, and each abutment.
Welding
· All welding shall conform to CSA W59 Welded Steel Construction (Metal Arc Welding)
· A Contractor that is expected to be responsible for shop welded construction of gates or associated miscellaneous steelwork must be certified (for the duration of fabrication) to at least Division 3 of CSA Standard W47.1, Certification of Companies for Fusion Welding of Steel Structures.
· Fillet weld leg size shall be a minimum of 6 mm unless noted otherwise. 
· Inspection of welding shall meet the requirements of CSA W59. 
· All tension butt welds shall be radiographically or ultrasonically tested. 
· The welding procedure data sheets, as per CSA W47.1, shall be available for ministry review prior to fabrication, if requested by the ministry.
· Where welds require repair, they may be repaired using a semi-automatic or manual process, but the repaired weld shall blend smoothly with the adjacent welds. Weld repairs shall be undertaken in accordance with CSA W59. 
Documentation Requirements
The following documents shall be supplied to the Ministry Contact for each fabricated gate for ministry records: 
· Mill Certificates of structural steel plates and sections
All documents shall be clearly labelled with the appropriate serial number pertaining to each applicable gate.
Invoicing
· The Contractor shall supply all documentation as described above before sending an invoice to the ministry for payment.  The ministry will not pay an invoice until the Contractor has fulfilled all the requirements of its purchase order or contract, including supply of all documentation.

Detailed Drawings
· All gates and gate components shall be in accordance with the ministry “Standard Road Closure Gate Drawings” STD-G-010-01 to 13 available at: https://www2.gov.bc.ca/gov/content?id=9BD99D3E5AC4493DAC5675EFF99323C4

· as applicable, assess likely road conditions at time of transport, and determine if transport vehicles will need to be equipped with a power divider / inter-axle differential lock plus individual drive axle differential locks (full lockers), and recovery tow hooks; 
· ensure that they have minimum Personal Protective Equipment including hi-visibility clothing and appropriate protective footwear among other necessary standard safety gear; and
· be knowledgeable about transport hazards and safe work procedures.
A minimum of 48 hours notice will be provided by the fabricator to the ministry prior to delivery confirming the date and approximate time.
Any deliveries to a ministry yard must be coordinated with a local representative and done prior to 2:00 PM.
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
