SURVEY PARCELS – Legal Description 

Legal Description defined: This is a unique parcel identification system based upon the 
format in which a parcel of land was surveyed, along with the Land District name, which 
indicates where the parcel is located within the province. Note that there were at least nine 
different survey systems used in B.C. and each describes land in a slightly different manner or 
format. See section or meridian for a description of some of these survey systems. 
  

 
 
 
For example, Under Primary Parcel, if I search by Land District – Victoria District, and then 
under Subdivision choose Victoria District as the Land District and click Submit Query, I get the 
following results back: 

 

Because this is a wide search, the full results came back with 2555 possible matches. You would 
need to scroll to the bottom of the page and click on Next to page through the results and find 
the one you are looking for. Click on any of the blue text to see details on that specific item.  

Hint: The more criteria you enter into the query, the more refined your results will 
be. If you know limited information, choose limited criteria and this will give you an 
expanded view that you can scroll through. 
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
