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Action

1. Kept thermostat at a lowered temperature in the winter; higher in summer. Hid the portable heater;
however, this year was colder, longer than last year.

2. Continued to recycle cardboard, paper, glass, and all forms of plastic and implemented printing only
when necessary and two-sided wherever possible.

3. Continued to reduce the use of the full-sized truck and encourage the use of the smaller vehicles
instead.

D. Briefly describe plans your organization has for continuing to reduce your GHG emissions in future
years:

All but one employee has now been working from home and it is possible that this may continue into
2020 or at least be more common for FESBC staff.

This would decrease the reliance on printed documents and encourage extensive use of electronic
document storage and retrieval. Half of the office is heated with electric baseboards and these
remain off (except for the coldest days) when staff is away.

Working from home would also decrease weekly travel to and from the office — an important
consideration when 3 out of 5 employees are several hours away.

E. Describe any actions your organization took during 2019 to strengthen its ability to manage the
likely effects of climate change in the coming years and decades (e.g., have assessed whether
increased frequency of extreme weather events and/or long-term changes in climate will affect your
organization’s infrastructure, its employees and/or its clients.)

The FESBC Risk Management Framework for the office has been updated. Each staff member took
part in several sessions to identify and discuss the risks to FESBC, including climate change / wildfire,
etc. New top risks were then identified and agreed upon. These are being brought forward by the
Executive Director to the FESBC Board of Directors, along with mitigation strategies for each
identified risk.

This document is posted on the FESBC SharePoint site for reference purposes and will be reviewed
and updated every year.
