Installation

The TIPSY package includes the programs TIPSY, Plotsy, Fansier, SiteTools and
TIPSYtoCBM. After running the self-installation file TIPSY45Setup.exe the program will create
a TIPSY 4.5 directory and the following subdirectories: TIPSY, Plotsy, Plotsy2, Fansier,
Sitetools and CBM. The programs and database versions are:

TIPSY 4.5.4, March 4, 2022

BCMOF Standard Database, February 2022

Sindex 1.54, March 15. 2022 (latest 32bit version)

Plotsy 1.30, March 1, 2022 (default plotting program)

Plotsy 2.00, February 28, 2022 (secondary plotting program for testing only)

Fansier 2.1, March 30, 2022 (cost/price adjustments for 2006$ with option for 2020%)
SiteTools 4.2, June 17, 2021 (using latest 32-bit version)

TIPSYtoCBM 1.07, August 26, 2020
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Support is provided for the MS Windows 10, 8, 7 operating system, although TIPSY will likely
perform well on earlier versions of MS Windows or Windows emulation software. We
recommend that you close any other Windows applications before beginning the installation. If
you wish to remove any previous versions of TIPSY, use the TIPSY uninstall icon if you have
one, or the Windows Control Panel's Add/Remove function. You might want to keep previous
versions of TIPSY/Batch TIPSY for business reasons. TIPSY 4.5 can read interactive (.tip),
batch (.btp) files created with previous versions of TIPSY and BatchTIPSY.

Note: The installation program only creates a TIPSY shortcut icon on your desktop. The rest of
the program icons can be manually added to your desktop or pin on the task bar after opening.
