(NOT industrial, commercial or institutional sources)

Waste 
characterization

by person with 
qualification, 

knowledge and 
experience

Generator registration
(BCG) when generating 
or storing more than 
1,000 kg of waste 
asbestos on the site 
where it was generated
[HWR s.43(1)]

Waste confinement
e.g., air tight 6 mil 
double bagged; 6 mil 
bag within a drum. 
[HWR s. 40(2)(b)]

TRANSPORT DONE BY:

Homeowner or farmer 
(LT licence not required if 
transporting less than 1000 
kg waste asbestos)

Contractor or agent 
(LT licence required if 
transporting more than 5 kg 
waste asbestos)

Third party transporter
(LT licence required if 
transporting more than 5 kg 
waste asbestos)

OPTION A:
Municipal landfill/transfer 
station
(must be authorized landfill)

OPTION B:
Third party secure landfill
(must be authorized receiver with 
secure landfill permit)

or
Third party hazardous waste 
management facility
(must be authorized receiver (RS 
facility)

OPTION C:
Landfill outside of Canada
(export permit required, issued by 
federal Environment & Climate 
Change Canada)

DIRECT SHIPMENT – for homeowners or 
farmers doing the transportation themselves: 
Manifest not required and LT licence not 
required regardless of the quantity if to 
municipal landfill. 
But municipal landfill may require manifest.

DIRECT SHIPMENT –
Manifest and LT licence required if 
transporting more than 5 kg waste asbestos 
in vehicle. 

INTERMEDIATE OPTION –
Shipment to:
o Temporary or intermediate storage site
o Third party waste management facility
o Transfer station
• MUST BE AUTHORIZED RECEIVER (RS 

facility) and must use LT licenced carrier

Manifest required and LT required if 
transporting more than 5 kg waste asbestos 
in vehicle.
