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3. Walking and Cycling

The Ministry recognizes the importance of improved mobility for vehicles,
but also for pedestrian and bicycle travel along and across the highway. The
oreferred option will include active transportation improvements along or
narallel to the highway corridor through the central segment (Bass Avenue
to Canyon Road).

Rail Trail

A multi-use pathway is being planned for the former CP Rail corridor. Any
highway option that considers use of the former rail right of way will either
incorporate a separated multi-use pathway in the design or will relocate the
nathway to another location, where it could take a different form, depending
on the routing. Some examples of multi-use pathway designs are shown
below:
