Regional EDRR Poses a significant threat & is new to the area, e.g., less than 10

small sites. Mgt objective - eradication

High risk/impact; limited population with significant potential to
spread in the region. Mgt objective - contain to prevent further
expansion. If the population is low enough, the objective will be to
control every site annually.

High Priority

Medium risk/impact; limited distribution - broader population
distribution with potential to spread further in a region. Mgt
objective - control to prevent further expansion to protect unique
habitats, agriculture, etc. - may mean establishing containment
lines to identify sites outside the line for control.

Medium Priority

Low risk; may be widespread or not, may be of concern in specific
situations with certain high values - e.g., conservation lands, specific
agriculture crops.

Invasive Plant Species is treated primarily with biocontrol agents or
considered under successful biocontrol in the region (e.g., impacts
are no longer significant)
