
The pill (oral contraceptives)
Hormonal IUD
Copper IUD
Hormone injection
Hormone implant
Morning-after pill (no prescription needed)

If you currently pay for a prescription, ask a prescriber or pharmacist if
it is now free or if they can change it to one that is free
