
Lower Fraser River Regulated Sturgeon Angling Closure 
Areas 

If you plan to fish for White Sturgeon in the lower Fraser River between May 15 and July 31, 
there are currently seven voluntary and three mandatory sturgeon angling closure areas 
located between the Harrison River confluence and just upstream of Hope, BC. These closure 
areas were established to protect confirmed white sturgeon spawning areas. If you would like 
more information on the location of these voluntary sturgeon angling closure areas, please 
contact the MFLNRORD South Coast Fish and Aquatic Wildlife group at 
SCFishandAquaticWildlife@gov.bc.ca.
