
Landlord must serve 

Order of Possession 

on tenant.

Ask Residential Tenancy Branch

if tenant has applied for 

review consideration of decision within 

two days of receiving the Order.

Residential Tenancy Branch
Office of Housing and Construction Standards
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If tenant

 still doesn’t move out ...

Landlord may apply to 

Supreme Court of BC 

for enforcement of Order.

To enforce the Order, landlord must 

ask Supreme Court of BC for 

Writ of Possession. 

If tenant has not applied 

for review consideration 

of decision...

Landlord must wait 

for decision on application 

for review consideration.

If tenant has applied for 

review consideration 

of decision ...

With Writ of Possession, a landlord 

may hire court bailiff to evict tenant. 

Landlord may never remove tenant 

or tenant’s personal property.
