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Current Strategic Prioritization

Determination of level of investment in each region or combinations of regions of the province 
will be based upon the level of need for mitigation of impacts on timber supply caused by 
catastrophic disturbance or constrained timber relative to the contribution of the region or 
combination of regions to the provincial revenue from timber

Current Reforestation 

Priority is given to those management units in the province where catastrophic disturbances 
(e.g. mountain pine beetle or wildfire) have caused significant forest mortality in the timber 
harvesting land base such that the long-term timber supplies have been dramatically reduced.   

Timber Supply Mitigation
Priority is given to those management units in the province where catastrophic disturbances 
have caused significant drops  in mid-term timber supply.
