INSTRUCTIONS  

 
 

Launder all your clothing after each day of applying pesticides.  
Wash protective clothing after each use.  

Wash them separately from the rest of the laundry.  

If clothing has becomed soaked with a pesticide spill, discard it.  
It is nearly impossible to remove all pesticide residue from  

such clothing, even after several washings.  

When washing contaminated clothing, remember: 

 Do not touch contaminated clothing with bare hands. 
Use rubber or chemical resistant gloves.  

 Pre-rinse clothing using the pre-soak cycle.  

 Use HOT water (140°F/60°C).  

 Use the highest water level.  

 Use the longest wash cycle.  

 Use a heavy-duty detergent.  

 If clothes are heavily contaminated, run two complete cycles. 

 Hang the clothes outside to dry in the sunlight if possible. 

 Clean the washing machine by running a full cycle with 
detergent and no clothes to remove any pesticide residue.
