See Al-generated content as a starting point,
not a final product. Use it to spark your
thinking, but be sure to add in your own
ideas, insights, and final touches.

Be
transparent

If you use an Al tool, be sure to credit the Al
tool appropriately and disclose its contribution
to your work. Do not try to pass Al-generated
content off as your own.

Know

the limits

Remember that generative Al is fairly new, and it's
still learning, so what it provides may not be the
latest. Be cautious when working on current or
recent topics.
