Overview:

In 2017 school district #82 was began using the School Dude utility manager software. We took 
all our utility bills from the last 5 years and manually entered the data into the software by 
redirecting some time from the accounting/payroll dept to assist with the data entry. This is now 
95% complete and will enable proper benchmarking for each site with regards to the energy use. 
The reports generated are easily shared with site administrators and assist with our education 
efforts towards accountability and comparisons between sites. 

In 2017 phase #2 of a HVAC upgrade funded by SEP at Thornhill elementary removed a mixed 
system of electric baseboard heaters without DDC controls and tied all the buildings heating 
system to the boiler system that was installed in phase #1 with DDC controls and energy saving 
measures that balance occupancy, CO2, and heating needs. This included changing a portion of 
the buildings single pane wood frame windows to a more efficient twin seal units with improved 
insulation and sealing around them. 

The Regional District of Kitimat and Stikine introduced a mandatory system for recycling in our 
area that significantly affected the culture towards paper products and their use within the 
Schools. We worked with RDKS reps and piloted the removal of all garbage cans from 
classrooms and provided central recycling pods in the hallways , 1pod for every 4 classrooms 
that contained signage to encourage recycling rather that waste. Info sessions were held for all 
administrator and tale home material was provided for them to give to all teachers. To begin the 
year all classrooms in Terrace had 1 small garbage can and 1 container for all mixed recycling. 
The program has reduced our mixed waste production to 50%  and overall paper consumption 
dropped significantly.

In 2018 the board for SD#82 passed a new policy #4035- energy and sustainable conservation 
policy. The regulation for this policy contains the creation of a strategic energy management 
strategy. Staff in the facilities dept are working toward the creation and adoption of the strategy 
and look forward to implementing further efforts to reduce SD#82’s carbon foot print.

In 2018 we will be expanding the recycling program to the Hazelton and providing the same 
take home materials and training for administrator. Our information from the Utility software 
system will be sued to share quarterly reports to our administration to assist with finding 
opportunities for further reductions and cultural improvements. 

2018 is underway and Phase#2 of a Geothermal heating system upgrade at Hazelton Secondary 
including DDC controls upgrade should provide a sizable reduction in the district propane 
consumption as this school is he largest consumer of this resource.
