On March 23 an osprey nest was successfully relocated with
Nicomen Indian Band members present to monitor the work.

As ospreys have established nests on other power poles in the
area, platform poles have been erected to keep the birds safe
from the live wires.

The nest was relocated closer to the confluence of the Nicomen
and Thompson Rivers, which was noted as a preferable location
by the project environmental team, with confirmation from
Nicomen Indian Band.
