during your relevant experiences.

Optionally, answers may also address the following.
v" What challenges did you encounter and how did you overcome them?

The statement should be a well-developed, multi-paragraph response (500 words maximum).

Describe one experience that helped you decide on your intended career or area of post-secondary study.
