• All shipments must be on pallets

• Pallet condition must allow for our forks to go in easily

• Load truck so that it’s easy to unload at our end

• Please verify sack counts before shipping

• We will not be signing waybills

• We prefer whole seedlots [not partial] to be shipped at once

• Processing will not begin until entire seedlot is onsite
