	Cracks or discolouration or history of extreme impact - keep inside clean and free of debris

	On any industrial setting where machinery or vehicle traffic may be encountered - in locations where being able to locate a co-worker by sight is essential
	Fading loss of reflective properties - keep clean

	Specialized Safety footwear
	When there is a risk of heavy objects falling or impacting the feet or lower legs or where assessment shows the need for Caulks
