(c) You must review the known hazards listed in Schedule B. Be aware that additional, unforeseen hazards may exist on all FSRs; all users must exercise caution at all times.
(d) You must contact the road use permit holders listed in Schedule C at least [days] days prior to any anticipated impacts to traffic or planned closure. You are required to inform them of your event schedule and work collaboratively to reach a mutual understanding on how traffic will be accommodated during the event.

(k) You must, without limiting its obligations or liabilities herein and at your own expense, provide and maintain with insurers licensed in British Columbia and in forms and amounts acceptable to the Province, Comprehensive General Liability in an amount not less than $2,000,000.00 inclusive per occurrence against bodily injury and property damage arising from the Event His Majesty the King in right of the Province of British Columbia is to be added as an additional named insured under this policy and the policy will be endorsed to provide the Province with thirty days written notice of cancellation or material change.
