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Project Overview

The Highway 1 Bus On Shoulder Mckenzie to Colwood

project is building new bus-on-shoulder lanes between

the McKenzie interchange and the Colwood

interchange, ending at the Island Highway

intersection. It will complete the Rapid Transit corridor

along Highway 1, connecting downtown Victoria to the

Juan de Fuca Bus Exchange.

The project includes:

* Widening approximately 3.7km of Highway 1 to
incorporate the new bus facilities

* Constructing a new multi-use bridge on the Galloping
Goose Tralil

* New RapidBus stops at Helmcken Interchange
